Rear Wheel Removal

1. Raise the rear wheel off the ground by
placing a support block under the
engine.

2.Loosen the drive chain adjusting nut
~ lock nuts (1 ) and adjusting nuts (2 ).

" 3. Remove the rear axle nut (3 ).

. 4, Remove the drive chain (4 ) from the
driven sprocket by pushing the rear
wheel forward.

5. Remove the axle shaft (5 ), side collar
‘and rear wheel from the swing arm.

To install the rear wheel, reverse the
removal procedure,

Tighten the axle nut to specified torque,
Axle nut torque: '

90 Nem (9.0 kg-m, 65 Ib-ft)

After installing the wheel, apply the
brakes several times, and check for free
‘wheel rotation when released.
