6. Tighten the rear axle nut.

Torque: 65 Ibf-ft (88 N'm, 9.0 kgf-m). |

7. Recheck drive chain slack.

I Checking the Drive Chain Wear

Check the chain wear label when adjusting

the drive chain. If the stopper pin on the

swingarm enters the red zone on the label

after the chain has been adjusted to the

proper slack, the chain is excessively worn

and must be replaced.
